Mission Viejo Company brought a revolutionary idea
to community planning in Colorado when they built our
neighborhood. Since then many of their ideas have
been applied to other communities, but we can boast
that they all started here. The HOA has dedicated
2007 in remembrance to the exceptional design of our
neighborhood.

On September 25, 2007 at 7:00 pm please join Bob
Broom, City Councilman Ward VI, others and myself
as we toast Mission Viejo ‘s beginnings and its
unique history.

The Board has been busy with many other issues
including pressuring the Mission Viejo shopping
center owners to get a viable tenant for the empty
Grocery Warehouse, sponsoring a successful clean-
up day and 4" of July celebration, truck traffic noise
on Hampden, a possible study for national register
designation, problems with empty/foreclosed homes
and making new agreements on entrance sign
maintenance, etc. To get the very latest news check
our website under the "news" section or sign-up for
our “e-mailing list” service and once a month we will
send you a copy of our electronic e-news letter.

The Board would like to do many other things, too.
We are seriously considering starting a trash service
that would save you money and help support the
HOA.

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The Mission Viejo Aurora story begins in California
with a large cattle ranch known as Rancho Mission
Viejo, south of Los Angeles, in Orange County.
Originally a Spanish land grant, dating from the year
1769, the area was first colonized by Spanish friars
with an attempt to establish the first Mission San Juan
Capistrano. The attempted church settlement was
soon abandoned and the area where this first mission
was built became known colloquially as "Mission
Viejo" and later was adopted as part of the name of
the 52,000-acre Rancho Mission Viejo.

In 1907, Rancho Mission Viejo was acquired by
Richard OCNeill, an Irish cattleman. In 1963, after a
study was completed that indicated that a portion of
the ranch would be ideally suited for a housing
development, the OENEeill family decided to sell 10,000
acres for residential home sales. Soon the Mission
Viejo Company was started by Donald Bren, Philip J.
Reilly, and James Toepfer.

In 1965, a master plan was developed that included
many innovative ideas in community planning. First
they sent representatives of the Mission Viejo
Company to Seville Spain and decided that this new

city, Mission Viejo, would incorporate many design
elements found in Spain. These include "Barcelona" adobe
brick entrance walls, Spanish street names, unique
company and community signs, greenbelts, parks,
recreation centers, neighborhood shopping, a large
recreation lake and distinctive "Mission Bell" street lights
that were meant to remind residents of Mission Viejo® link
to Mission San Juan Capistrano and the El Camino Real.
The community® master plan was stringently adhered to
throughout construction and the area was enormously
successful in terms of home sales. Under the ownership of
the Philip Morris Company, the Mission Viejo Company
initiated projects outside California.

Through acquaintances, the land where the Mission Viejo
Aurora project would be developed was purchased from
James Kortz (a diamond entrepreneur) and others. On
September 24, 1972 Mission Viejo officially opened with
nine model homes. As in California, long lines of
prospective home buyers made their way through the
designer show homes. The homes were accented and
marketed with what was called "Western Living with a
Spanish flair". Essentially the first few filings of homes had
a unique modern architectural style that can best be
described as a mix of California Western Ranch House,
Usonian and Colorado Craftsman. These new styles soon
revolutionized the housing market in the Denver area as
many other builders offered their own versions of the
"California Contemporary".

The plan for Mission Viejo Aurora, like its big sister
community in California, was envisioned with greenbelts,
walking paths to a school, shopping and a large community
recreation center. Although the home styles changed

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throughout the building of the development the original
plan remained intact. Like California, Mission Viejo
Company employed the same types of signs as in
California, the unique "Barcelona" entrance walls and
implemented their famous "Mission Bell" streetlights
throughout the community. Alicia and Marguerite
Parkways are named after the two matriarchs of Rancho
Mission Viejo in California, just as they are in Mission
Viejo California. As the Mission Viejo Company ended the
Aurora project, the company then went on to build its
largest Colorado project, Highlands Ranch. Today the
community of Mission Viejo Colorado continues to mature
and is still viewed as a very desirable family neighborhood
in Aurora.

Councilwoman Ruth
Fountain had recently visited Mission Viejo California
before she voted to annex and zone “our” Mission Viejo,
told us that we should go look at the homes being built by
Phillip Morris in the new sub-division in Southeast Aurora.

Ms. Fountain talked about parks and greenbelts
and plans for an elementary school, fire station,
library and a recreation center. It was to be a
master planned community with strong covenants.

We liked what we saw and soon picked out a home
site on a map and joined the Recreation Center
while it was under construction. We moved in just
before the end of July 1973. Our two daughters
started school that fall when MV Elementary School
opened. It offered a new concept: open class
rooms and a four track year around schedule. A
temporary ball park was built across the street from
the school where MV neighbors celebrated the 4™
of July with soft ball, fireworks and picnics.

When we first moved in the closest grocery and
gas station were on Havana St. This all soon
changed. The library and fire station were built and
opened. Safeway and Albertson’s built stores on
the corner of Chambers and Hampden streets
which had been constructed as 6 lane arterial
streets with even a gas station on the corner. The
kids in the neighborhood grew up and moved out
while we all grew a little older.

This past Saturday we attended a Neighborhood
Watch picnic in the Park. A number of young
families were there to meet new neighbors. | asked
a young teacher who had moved in with his family
why they chose Mission Viejo. He said: we like all
the things in this neighborhood: parks, green belts,
an elementary school in walking distance, a library
and a fire station close by and light traffic on our
street with lots of kids for our kids to play with. New
life is stirring in Mission Viejo!

On June 9 approximately 50 neighborhood
volunteers worked to clean up the perimeters of
Mission Viejo on both Hampden and Chambers
streets. Besides adult volunteers there was a boy
scout troop that helped with the effort. These
volunteers collected and disposed of approximately
200 bags of trash and weeds. In addition, 12 loads
of tree and bush limbs were taken to the city of
Aurora site to be made into mulch. This group of
volunteers worked hard to improve the appearance
of Mission Viejo. Be sure to drive by the
Hampden/Buckley corner, and notice the huge
improvement in the appearance of that corner!

However, the 5 hour time slot was not sufficient to
complete the task. Therefore, there is

going to be a second cleanup effort on September 22. On
that morning, from 7:30 to 12:00 we will attempt to finish
the cleanup of these two streets, plus we will be pulling
weeds and cleaning the sidewalks of Mission and Alicia
Parkways. In addition there will also be a group working
on the drainage ditch area that empties on to Quincy.
They will be weeding and spreading mulch.

Volunteers will meet at Mission Viejo school at 7:30 A.M.
on September 22.

At the end of this cleanup there will be a potluck lunch in
Mission Viejo Park. As you can see by the list of projects,
we need a large group of volunteers. Please consider
giving a few hours of your time to this worthwhile project.
